As we prepare for the start of the fourth marking period, | wanted to share some information with you.
Directly after our spring break, we will be totally remote for two weeks to mitigate any possible spike in
Covid-19 cases, as we experienced after our winter break. On April 19, 2021, and for the remainder of the
school year, we plan to offer full-day in-person instruction five days per week. With this in mind, it is
imperative that we have an accurate count of the number of students in each school who plan to attend in-
person instruction.
